As we put together our budget for the upcoming year we are forced to peer into our crystal ball 
and try to predict the challenges that we will face.  And I'm speaking of "we" as not just the 
Riverside County Flood Control and Water Conservation District but as the citizens of Riverside 
County and for that matter, the citizens of the State of California and of the United States of 
America.  "We" are no longer able to think just of ourselves and our local area.  Like it or not, 
much of what happens in the Southern California region, the rest of the State and the rest of the 
Country has a profound impact on us.  In response, I believe it is our responsibility to have as 
much input as possible into national, state and regional policy so as to represent and protect the 
interests of the taxpayers of Riverside County. 
 
In the next several paragraphs I would like to describe to you the District's efforts in promoting 
the County's interest in the areas of flood control, water quality and water conservation on the 
regional, statewide and federal stage: 
 
Regionally – 
Levees have been on everyone's mind since Hurricane Katrina slammed into New Orleans and 
the Gulf Coast in 2005.  In California, the mention of the word levee is almost always associated 
with the Bay-Delta area and the potential disaster lurking there.  And while I do not want to 
minimize the potential severity of the problems with the levees in the delta area, I believe that is 
our duty to make sure Southern California and its levees are not ignored.  To that end, we have 
partnered with the Counties of Los Angeles, Orange, San Bernardino, Santa Barbara and Ventura 
to lobby our State and Federal representatives for funding and support.  In total the six counties, 
which encompass half of the State's total population, have a combined 400 miles of levees 
protecting over five million citizens. 
 
Also on the local front, the District is participating in "One Water One Watershed", an integrated 
regional water planning program for the entire Santa Ana River Watershed.  The program, which 
is being lead by SAWPA, the Santa Ana Watershed Project Authority, is an effort to bring 
together all stakeholders, including economic, community and environmental interests in the tri-
county Santa Ana River Watershed into one team committed to providing water for sustainable 
economic growth, an enviable quality of life and a healthy environment.  The District's role will 
lie with the stormwater and water quality teams. 
 



Statewide –  
Several years ago the voters of California passed Propositions 84 and 1E.  Unfortunately for 
Southern California, most of the flood control dollars available through these bond measures will 
be targeted to Central California and the delta region.  In reaction to this, the County Engineers 
Association of California (specifically the Flood Control sub-committee) has undertaken an 
effort to shine a brighter light on the "other" flood control needs of the State.  Riverside County, 
along with half a dozen other Counties, is helping to guide the State Department of Water 
Resources' effort to complete a comprehensive statewide, flood control needs assessment.  
Although this massive undertaking will not be complete for some time, I firmly believe that the 
document will be invaluable for Riverside County in assuring that future bond measures more 
equably address the needs of the entire State. 
 
Federally –  
On the National level, our focus of late has been on levees.  The District, through its involvement 
with the National Association of Flood and Stormwater Management Agencies, NAFSMA, has 
recently testified before a Congressional Sub-Committee on both "National Levee Safety Issues" 
and "The Water Resources Development Act for 2008 (WRDA 2008)".  In our testimony we not 
only argued for National Levee Inventory Program to help identify and prioritize critically 
needed levee repairs, we also pointed out the need to streamline environmental permitting for 
making repairs and performing critical maintenance. 
 
It is also through NAFSMA that I have been serving on an interagency task force charged with 
developing a National Flood Policy, with a current focus on levees.  In addition to NAFSMA, the 
key players on the task force include the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, FEMA (Federal 
Emergency Management Agency) and the Association of State Floodplain Managers.  I believe it 
is important that we participate in these discussions so that we are not unfairly saddled with a 
one-size fits all approach to levee safety.  After all, the Chino Canyon Levee in Palm Springs 
cannot and should not be held to the same design criteria as the levees designed to protect New 
Orleans. 
 
As the world continues to shrink in size, it is incumbent on us to keep our eyes, ears and minds 
open.  We need to make sure that we in Riverside County take advantage of the ever growing 
base of knowledge and not become a hostage of it.  I am committed to the District continuing its 
role as a leader in the world of flood control and water conservation.

SUMMARY 



INTRODUCTION 
 
The Board of Supervisors of Riverside County act, ex-officio, as the Riverside County Flood 
Control and Water Conservation District's Governing Board.  As a dependent Special District, 
the District's legally adopted budget is incorporated into the budget adopted by the Board of 
Supervisors for the County and for all Special Districts whose financial affairs are under the 
Board's supervision.  This report is intended to bridge the gap between the information available 
in the County's legally adopted budget and the more detailed information sought by the public, 
the cities and the District's Zone Commissioners.  
 
The District is divided into seven geographically defined Zones and its jurisdiction extends 
generally over the western half of Riverside County.  The Flood Control District realizes tax 
revenue from the cities within its boundaries as well as from the unincorporated areas, and 
constructs, owns and operates infrastructure within those cities.  The revenue generated from 
each Zone must be spent for projects either located within or which benefit that Zone.  Each 
Zone has three Commissioners appointed by the Board.  The Zone Commissioners hold annual 
budget hearings within their respective zones where any person may make requests for new or 
ongoing projects to be included in the District's budget.  This broad public involvement in the 
District's annual budget process creates a demand for more budget detail than is available in the 
County's budget, especially pertaining to the individual flood control and drainage projects 
proposed for construction in each Zone. 
 
The public's knowledge of District activities comes primarily from activities they see in their 
own neighborhoods, namely construction and maintenance of projects in the field.  The budget 
for these activities is embodied in the District's seven Zone budgets.  Revenue to support the 
District's various activities in the Zones (construction, maintenance, operations and 
administration) is realized primarily from ad valorem taxes.  The estimated property tax revenue 
by Zone for FY 2008-09 is shown on the following graph: 

PROPERTY TAX REVENUE BY ZONE FY 2008-09
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Revenue for construction activities is supplemented by revenue from Area Drainage Plan 
(development impact) fees, contributions from other governmental entities, developer 
contributions and occasionally through financing districts.  The District actively seeks and 
encourages project partnering to maximize financial resources for capital infrastructure projects.  
 



The demand for infrastructure generally outstrips available financial resources leaving many 
unmet needs, as illustrated by the graph below showing total projected revenue and 
appropriations by Zone for FY 2008-09: 
 
 

ZONE REVENUE AND APPROPRIATION BUDGETS FY 2008-09
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The District must consider public safety above all else, but always strives to develop the most 
economical project possible consistent with this obligation.  The District has earned a reputation 
as a highly responsible and respected technical organization and constantly strives to improve 
efficiency in stormwater management through: 
 

 Expansion of the District's strong technological base 
 Development of strong community and interagency relationships 
 Implementation of economical and environmentally sensitive projects 
 Optimization of District financial resources through project partnering 

 
Scheduling projections for construction projects are difficult to make because factors outside the 
District's control can significantly influence the timing of a particular project.  Environmental 
and regulatory permitting issues often cause unforeseen delays in a project.  The District 
attempts to include the environmental and regulatory communities early in the planning and 
design process to avoid the time loss and expense of a major redesign.  The District also 
contracts with private sector firms for design services as required to minimize peaks and valleys 
in the flow of projects to the construction phase.  Timely project development is further 
facilitated by the District's five-year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) which provides a long-
range plan for funding of designated flood control and drainage infrastructure projects.  The CIP 
details revenues and expenditures anticipated for each project for the five-year period, FY 2008-
09 through FY 2012-13, and is included herein for each Zone.  The capital infrastructure projects 
listed in the Design and Construction budget plus selected projects in the Operations and 
Maintenance budget for FY 2008-09 comprise the first year of the CIP.  At the close of FY 2006-
07, the total book value of the District's flood control and drainage infrastructure, including land, 
facilities, and the Riverside headquarters complex was $636.4 million, an increase of $40.3 
million over the prior year. 
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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
Economic Conditions 
 
Since last year the national economy has been rapidly slowing although the official test for 
recession, two consecutive quarters of negative growth, has not been reached to date.  In fact 
there hasn't been a single quarter of negative growth to date, but it has been extremely weak with 
GDP for the first quarter of 2008 at only 0.9% compared to a robust 5.6% a mere two years ago.  
Principal problems have been a severe downturn in residential construction, falling home sales 
and prices, residential foreclosures, the "Sub Prime" mortgage crisis, and dramatically rising oil, 
gasoline and diesel fuel costs.  The national residential home price has declined to $202,000, 
down 8% from year ago prices, and the inventory of unsold homes has risen to over 4.5 million 
units, an 11-month supply.  The price of oil has risen to over $130 per barrel, and regular 
gasoline which was below $3.20 per gallon nationally a year ago has risen to $4.00 per gallon.  
National unemployment has risen from 4.5% last year to a current 5%, a surprisingly low 
increase considering all the negative factors buffeting the national economy.  
 
The Inland Empire region has been affected by the same issues affecting the nation and State.  
Residential construction is down dramatically, sales of homes are down by over 51% from last 
year and the median sale price is down over 24% for the same period.  The unemployment rate 
has risen from a low average of 5.1% for 2006 to the current rate of over 7%.  This is a troubling 
reversal from a 15-year trend (1991-2006) which saw the labor force nearly double in Riverside 
County to almost 900,000, and unemployment decline from as high as 12.2% to 5.1%. 
 
Clearly housing and employment in Riverside County have been hurt much more dramatically 
than in the nation as a whole.  The District expects some corrections in the future property tax 
revenue picture as homeowners exercise their Proposition 8 rights to have the tax assessor lower 
the taxable value of properties if justified by market conditions.  Riverside County has reassessed 
all homes purchased between January 2004 and January 2008.  Of the 235,000 properties 
evaluated an estimated 170,000 plus, or about 70%, will see reductions in their values.  This will 
have a direct negative affect on the District's ad valorem tax revenue. 
 
Just last year local economic experts concluded that the underlying Inland regional economy 
would remain strong.  The region produced more than 48,000 new jobs in 2006, more than 
double Orange and San Diego counties combined.  And surprisingly, employment rates have 
remained fairly steady with unemployment being driven by an increase in the work force rather 
than reductions in those employed.  Last year economists predicted that a total of 600,000 new 
jobs would be created in the region by the year 2020, and while the current situation is troubling, 
it should be remembered that the region has been a growth leader in job creation and growth over 
the past few years.  Over the long term the future should be bright for the region considering the 
positive factors of available land for expansion and a growing labor force.  However, the current 
local economic picture signals caution to be in order for the immediate future. 
 
Zone Fund Budgets 
 
Total estimated revenue for the seven Zones is $64.9 million for FY 2008-09, a decrease of $8.3 
million, or 11.3%, from FY 2007-08.  The revenue decrease for FY 2008-09 is primarily due to a 
major decrease in Area Drainage Plan (ADP) fees and developer contributions resulting from the 
rapidly slowing development industry. 
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The Zone budgets for FY 2008-09 propose appropriations totaling $91.9 million, a decrease of 
$4.2 million, or 4.4%, from the prior year budget.  This represents 72.0% of the District's total 
appropriations of $127.7 million.  The $91.9 million in Zone appropriations will provide for all 
District activities in the Zones, and includes funds for 66 capital infrastructure projects.  
Construction funding is provided for 25 of these projects including two District projects 
currently under construction, seven District projects scheduled to begin construction in FY 2008-
09 and six projects on which the District is partnering with other agencies. The remaining 41 
projects are funded solely for design or for administrative purposes to cover the final costs of 
previously completed projects. 
 
The District will fund a portion of the construction cost for the six partner-constructed projects 
through cooperative agreements.  These projects will be designed and constructed by the 
District's partners, and they will all directly benefit the District's residents and taxpayers.  Two of 
the partner-constructed projects are currently being built, and it is anticipated that construction 
will be initiated on the remaining four projects during FY 2008-09.  Upon completion, all six of 
the partner-constructed projects will be accepted by the District for operation and maintenance. 
 
The seven Zone funds are all projected to have positive balances remaining at the end of the FY 
2008-09 budget year.  These unreserved designated fund balances are set aside for long-range 
projects identified for consideration in the last four years (FY 2008-09 through FY 2012-13) of 
the District's Five-Year CIP. 
 
Non-Zone Fund Budgets 
 
Non-Zone fund revenues are estimated to be $31.2 million for FY 2008-09, a decrease of $3.9 
million, or 11.2%, from FY 2007-08.  Non-Zone fund appropriations are proposed to be $35.7 
million for FY 2008-09.  This represents a decrease of $2.2 million, or 5.9%, from the prior year 
budget.  This decrease is primarily due to a $3.4 million decrease in fee revenue anticipated for 
the Subdivision Operations fund due to the development industry slow down.  
 
Budget Summary 
 
The budget presented herein includes 22 separate funds that detail the range of activities and 
projects the District proposes to undertake in FY 2008-09.  The District estimates total revenue 
of $96.2 million for FY 2008-09, a decrease of $12.2 million from FY 2007-08.  Total 
appropriations are estimated to be $127.7 million, a decrease of $6.4 million from FY 2007-08.  
The Annual Budget presented herein provides a framework for the District to pursue its mission 
to serve and protect the residents of western Riverside County through FY 2008-09. 
 

BUDGET OVERVIEW 
 
Tax Revenue 
 
The District's principal source of general-purpose revenue is ad valorem property taxes.  The Tax 
Revenue Graph (see following page) shows the revenue history from this source for the past four 
fiscal years, and the revenue estimated for FY 2008-09.  The estimated property tax revenue for 
FY 2008-09 is $56,815,000, an increase of $1.3 million from the FY 2007-08 budget.  The small 
tax revenue increase for FY 2008-09 is primarily the result of a slowing rate of tax revenue 
growth due to the building and real estate slow down in Riverside County over the past year. 
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Revenue Budget 
 
The District's total revenue budget for FY 2008-09 is estimated to be $96.2 million, a decrease of 
$12.2 million over prior year.  The bulk of this decrease is $8.1 million in the Special Revenue 
funds, primarily due to an $11.9 million reduction in developer contributions due to the slowing 
development climate, partially offset by increasing tax revenue in the Zones and assessment 
revenue in the NPDES funds.  The Capital Project fund revenue will increase by $1.2 million due 
to the addition of a project to replace the paving at the District's headquarters in Riverside with a 
porous pavement to decrease runoff and promote infiltration and recharge of the groundwater.  
Revenue for the Enterprise funds will decrease a dramatic $3.5 million in fee revenue due to the 
slow down in development activity over the past year.  The revenue for the Internal Service 
funds will decrease by $0.6 million due primarily to a substantial decrease in rates charged for 
computer services by the Data Processing fund.  The total revenue budget for FY 2008-09 is 
shown on the Revenue Budget by Fund Type Table and Graph (see page 6) with prior year 
values provided for comparison. 
 
Appropriation Budget 
 
The District's appropriation budget for all funds totals $127.7 million for FY 2008-09, a decrease 
of $6.4 million from FY 2007-08.  The Zone funds as a group have appropriations of $91.9 
million for FY 2008-09, or 72.0% of the District's total appropriations.  This represents a 
decrease of $4.2 million from FY 2007-08 appropriations, primarily the result of a large 
appropriation decrease for a capital infrastructure project in Zone 4 due to the development slow 
down, offset partially by an increase for projects in Zones 2 and 6.  Appropriations are projected 
to decrease by $1.0 million in the General funds, the result of a decrease in inspection costs for 
developer constructed infrastructure projects in the Special Accounting fund.  The Capital 
Project fund appropriation is proposed to increase by $1.2 million due to the addition of a project 
to replace the paving at the District's headquarters complex in Riverside with porous pavement to 
decrease surface runoff and promote groundwater recharge.  Enterprise fund appropriations are 
expected to decrease by $3.1 million, the result of a drastically decreased development review 
workload in the Subdivision Operations and Encroachment Permit funds.  Appropriations for the 
Internal Service funds are proposed to increase by a modest $0.53 million due to the rising costs 
of supporting these operations.  The appropriation budget for FY 2008-09 is shown on the 
Appropriation Budget by Fund Type Table and Graph (see page 7) with the adopted prior year 
values provided for comparison.

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FUND SUMMARY 

 
The following paragraphs summarize the five different fund groups or types budgeted by the 
District with commentary on major changes for FY 2008-09 from the prior year budget.  
Detailed descriptions and budgets for each fund are provided in the Fund Budgets section of this 
report. 
 
GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS: 
 
General Funds 
 
The District has two General funds: an Administration fund which serves as the District's 
"General fund" and, a Special Accounting fund which is primarily for recovering costs 
associated with inspection of developer constructed facilities to be accepted into the District's 
maintained system.  All District salaries and benefits are budgeted in, and paid by, the 
Administration fund.  The Administration fund is reimbursed by the other funds for these costs.  
The Administration fund also incurs the costs of operation and maintenance of the District's 
headquarters complex, the costs of the accounting, purchasing and secretarial functions, and 
most of the costs of the management staff.  The revenue from taxes available to the 
Administration Fund is insufficient to meet the costs of its operation; therefore, the other funds 
reimburse the Administration Fund for the services they receive to make up the shortfall. 
 
Administration Fund revenues and appropriations for FY 2008-09 are each estimated to decrease 
by less than one percent, a negligible amount.  Revenue and appropriations for the Special 
Accounting Fund are expected to decrease by 39.6% and 38.0%, respectively.  These decreases 
are primarily due to the dramatic reduction in developer constructed projects requiring District 
inspection services, a direct result of the slow down in building and land development. 
 
Special Revenue Funds 
 
The District has ten Special Revenue funds.  Seven of these funds service the District's seven tax 
Zones and provide funds for the maintenance, design and construction programs, as well as a 
number of miscellaneous and administrative activities.  The other three funds service the 
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit program, a Federally 
mandated water quality program.  The Special Revenue funds as a group are estimated to have 
decreases in revenue and appropriations of 10.6% and 4.1%, respectively. 
 
Only moderate increases in tax revenue are anticipated in the Zones, due to the slow down in 
building and development.  These increases are more than offset by decreases in Area Drainage 
Plan fee revenues and developer contributions, also attributable to the building and development 
slow down.  Overall, the revenue for FY 2008-09 in the Zones is expected to decrease 11.3% 
from FY 2007-08 estimates.  A small overall decrease of 4.4% in Zone appropriations is 
primarily due to a large decrease for a single large developer driven capital project in Zone 4 
which is likely to be delayed because of the building and development slow down.  This is 
partially offset by a large increase in capital infrastructure projects budgeted for construction in 
Zone 6 combined with moderate increases in the remaining Zones. 
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Overall, revenues in the NPDES funds are expected to increase by 4.8% due to modest increases 
in assessment revenues partially offset by a decrease in co-permittee contributions to the NPDES 
Whitewater Assessment fund.  Revenue for the Whitewater NPDES fund is anticipated to 
decrease by 9.0% due to an anticipated decrease from current year estimates of contributions by 
the other agencies which are co-permittees in the Whitewater NPDES permit.  NPDES staff has 
negotiated such cooperative agreements with both the Whitewater and Santa Margarita co-
permittees to make up the shortfall in revenue available from NPDES assessments, and 
anticipates doing the same with the co-permittees of the Santa Ana permit in the next year or 
two.  A minor decrease in appropriation of 1.3% is budgeted for the Santa Ana NPDES fund, and 
a large increase of 17.1% is budgeted for the Santa Margarita NPDES fund.  The increase in the 
Santa Margarita fund is primarily due to the need for the additional costs anticipated for 
consultants to undertake a special study required by the existing NPDES permit, and initiation of 
the permit renewal process which is required every five years. 
 
Capital Project Fund 
 
The District has one Capital Project fund.  The Capital Project budget for FY 2008-09 includes 
funds for remodeling of the District's Market Street entrance, construction of a security wall 
along Market Street, architectural services for design of a new meeting/conference building, and 
repaving of the parking lots with porous pavement, all at the District's headquarters in Riverside.  
The budget also includes funds for acquisition of a new satellite maintenance yard in the 
southerly part of the county.  Total appropriations of $5.4 million are provided for these 
improvements, an increase of 28.0% over 2007-08, the result primarily of addition of the porous 
pavement project to last year's list of projects.  Appropriations for the Capital Projects fund are 
funded with revenue contributed by the seven Zone funds. 
 
 
PROPRIETARY FUNDS: 
 
Enterprise Funds 
 
The District has three Enterprise Funds.  They are Photogrammetry Operations, Subdivision 
Operations and Encroachment Permits.  Revenues and appropriations for the Enterprise Funds as 
a group are estimated to decrease by 50.4% and 41.4% respectively for FY 2008-09, primarily 
the result of the dramatic slow down in building and development, and its affect on the 
Subdivision Operations fund.   
 
Revenue and appropriation estimates are very difficult to make for the Subdivision and 
Encroachment Permit funds precisely because they are so directly related to the level of private 
development activity occurring during any given period.  Accordingly, these funds require 
frequent monitoring and mid-year adjustments are often required.  The Subdivision fund is 
anticipated to have revenue and appropriations decreases of 55.7% and 46.5%, respectively.  
These decreases are a direct result of the building and development slump discussed previously. 
Although the fund is much smaller, large decreases in revenue and appropriations of 31.5% and 
18.7%, respectively, are estimated for the Encroachment Permit fund.  These decreases can also 
be attributed directly to the building slow down.  Revenue and appropriations for the 
Photogrammetry fund are estimated to increase by 4.6% and 14.2%, respectively, from the prior 
year.  These increases are due to an anticipated increase in workload for this fund which is not 
directly impacted by the level of development. 
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Internal Service Funds 
 
The District has six Internal Service Funds.  These funds are Hydrology Services, Garage/Fleet 
Operations, Project Maintenance Operations, Mapping Services, Data Processing and 
Photography.  As a group, revenue for these funds is estimated to decline by 7.6%, and 
appropriations to increase by 5.3% for various reasons. 
  
Revenue and appropriations in the Hydrology Services fund are expected to increase by 16.3% 
and 15.9%, respectively, from the prior year due to increasing costs of this expanding program.  
Costs associated with this fund are reimbursed by the Zones in return for the services it provides. 
 
Revenue for the Garage/Fleet Operations fund are expected to increase by 0.8% and 4.9%, 
respectively, from the prior year.  The minor revenue increase is due to a large reduction in Zone 
contributions for new equipment considered to be additions to the fleet, offset by an increase in 
rates charged to the Zones for equipment rental.  The increased appropriations are due to 
increased costs across the board for operation and maintenance of the District's fleet. 
 
The Project Maintenance Operations fund purchases and maintains an inventory of materials, 
supplies and tools for use by the District's maintenance crews working in the Zones.  Decreases 
in revenue and appropriations of 12.0% and 11.3%, respectively, are proposed for FY 2008-09.  
These decreases are attributable to a reduction in appropriations for herbicides and hand tools, 
and a reduction in appropriations for travel and training costs. 
 
The Mapping Services fund provides photocopy and report binding services.  Revenues are 
expected to remain at near current year levels for FY 2008-09 due to a leveling off of workload.  
Revenues are expected to decrease by a minor 1.6%, and appropriations to increase by 25.3%.  
The increase in appropriations is primarily due to an increase in the cost of supplies and staffing. 
 
The Data Processing fund provides information technology services to District staff.  The fund is 
estimated to have a large decrease in revenue of 26.7%, and a minor appropriation increase of 
3.5% from prior year.  The decrease in revenue is due to a reduction in data processing costs 
charged to the other funds.  The decrease in revenue from rates was necessary to reverse 
accumulation of an excessive fund balance which was occurring.  The minor increase in 
appropriations reflects increased staff costs largely offset by a reduction in services and supplies. 
 
The Photography fund provides film and digital photography equipment and services to District 
staff.  The fund is estimated to have a revenue decrease of 21.5% and an appropriations increase 
of 26.5%.  The large revenue decrease is due to an anticipated decrease in the sale of topographic 
maps and a reduction in interest earnings.  The large appropriations increase is due to increases 
in the cost of staffing, supplies, small equipment and fixed asset equipment from the prior year. 
 
Conclusion 
 
The District's FY 2008-09 budget proposes total revenues of $96.2 million and total 
appropriations of $127.7 million.  The District will begin FY 2008-09 with an estimated total in 
fund balance and retained earnings of $196.5 million.  The starting balances in all funds are 
adequate to offset the gap between revenue and appropriations expected in certain funds.

This Special Revenue fund represents the District's Zone 4.  The fund was established to account
for revenue and expenditures related to numerous flood control and water conservation services
provided by the Zone.  The services provided are primarily the planning, design, construction,
operation and maintenance of flood control and drainage infrastructure projects.  A complete list
of Zone services is provided to the project level in the Project Budget Summary herein.  Detail of
the individual infrastructure projects which make up the 'Construction' line item in the Project
Budget Summary, is also provided in the District's Five Year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP)
Project Summary (under the 'Budget and CIP Year One' heading).  Years Two through Five of
the CIP are provided for long range planning purposes only, and are subject to change.  The fund
is financed primarily from ad valorem property taxes, developer fees and cooperative
agreements.
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
