was adopted on December 17, 2004. The District also participates in another TMDL Task
Force for the Reach 3 Santa Ana RivehBgen Indiceor TMDL, which was adpted on
August 26, 2005. The purpose of both task forces is to implement joint requirements of
the TMDLs to address these impairments and implement the TMDLs. The agreements for
both Task Forces have a term of 5 years. The current task force agrearaesds to
expire on June 17, 2017 for the LE/CL TMDL Task Force, and December 1, 2017 for the
MSAR TMDL Task Force.
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1 The Permittees utilized the LE/CL TMDL Task Force to implement the approved
Comprehensive Nutrient Reduction PIGBNRP which include an alum treatment
project for Canyon Lake, as well as the continued funding ardtionof the Lake
Elsinore Aeration and Mixing System. The services of a consultant (Haley and Aldrich)
were secured to provide assistance to the Task Force in writing dise Rlrcompliance
monitoring program, which will support compliance demonstration. Additionally, the
monitoring contract was awarded to AMEC Foster Wheeler to conduct compliance
monitoring.

MSAR Bacterial Indicator TMDL

1 The Permittees named in tMSAR Bacterial Indicator TMDL within Riverside County
working through the MSAR TMDL Task Force submitted and obtained approval for the
Comprehensive Bacteria Reduction Plan (CBRP) in 2012. Following approval of the
documentthe Permittees began implementatéfforts.

1 As part of implementation of the CBRP the Permittees implemented a Tier 2 source
assessment. This effort consistédirst, analyzing the monitoring data from the previous
dry season and prioritizing outfalls to the Santa Ana River based auamsity of dry
weather flow present, E. coli counts, and the presence or absence of the human marker in
the sample. Once the list of priority outfalls were generated, the Permittees followed up
by samplingfor E. coli and lacteroides within the tributarMS4 drainage areas. The
sampling data @mvided helped prioritize sabeas for further investigation. Once
controllable sources were identified, steps were taken to eliminate them.

1 In order to better understand daily patterns of dry weatherffimtuations, the Distrigt
on behalf of the MS4 Permitteateployed low flow water level meters at major outfalls
to Reach 3 of the San Ana River. Water levels are continuously measured and stored at
set time intervals. These water levels can therréyehgd over time to provide valuable
information regarding District facilities suas when davell blow-offs occur, and what
is the best time for sampling irrigation runoff, etSixteenof these devices have been
installed so far with additional sitearcently being scouted for deployment.

1 Riverside County MS4Program has initiated nraUncontrollable Bacterial Indicator
Sources Study that began in early 2015. The study was initiated to evhkadeential
for uncontrollable sarces of bacteria thatay beimpacing water quality in the MSAR
Watershed. The study focuses on evaluating natutates of bacteria from wildlife,
impacts from recreation activities, lbaga in sediment and biofilms, and flows from non
MS4 dischargesThe study is projeed to be completed prior to 2016. Findings will be
reported in FY15L6 Annual Report.

1 Permitteesn conjunction with the MSAR'MDL Task Forcecontinue to implemerthe
MSAR Water Quality Monitoring Plan. A proposed Regional SAR Bacteria Monitoring
Plan has been submitted to tBARWQCB for approval that will replace the existing
monitoring plan. The proposed RegioS#iR Bacteriavionitoring Plan will includethe
new monitoring requirementsn the Basin Plan Amendments as well as continue the
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support of the MSAR Bacterial Indicator TMDL monitoring.

1 As part of the CBRP, the District has begun the preliminary design of Monroe Basin
Retrofit Phase 2 project. The project wveitinsist of modifications to the duase basin to
facilitate capture and infiltration of dry weather flows from upstream agricultural and
urban areas.

FUNDING SOURCES

The Permittees currently employ four distinct funding methods alone or in combination to finance their
MS4 Permit compliance activities.

SANTA ANA WATERSHED BENEFIT ASSESSMENT AREA

The District established the Santa Ana Watershed Benefit Assessment Area (SAWBA&) 1991.
SAWBAA revenues fund both aregide or "umbrelld DAMP activities and the Distrits individual

MS4 Permit compliance activities. The SAWBAA covers 'thebanized portions of the Santa Ana

River Watershed within Riverside Countincluding both incorporated (City) and unincorporated
(County) areas. Property owners are assessed fdpethefit derived from the development and
implementation of th® AMP activities supportedr conducted by the District. Certain areas, e.g., the
more rural and remote mountainous regions were excluded from the SAWBAA since littlarbano

runoff is gerrated in those areaslndeveloped vacant parcels and agricultural parcels are exempted
from the benefit assessment. Assessments are calculated by the District and enrolled on the property
tax bills generated by the County Tax Assesd0Dffice.

The anount of the assessment is based on a papelportionate contribution twbanrunoff, which
is a function of parcel size and its use.

Since the SAWBAA is an areaide revenue source, certain activities and programs that are considered
of common and qual benefit to the entire area are financed, either wholly or in part, by the funds
generated by the Distristannual benefit assessment revenue.

COUNTY SERVICE AREA 152

The County of Riverside formed County Service Area 152 (CSA 152) in December 1991 to provide
funding for MS4 Permit compliance activities. Originally, the CSA 152 assessment was collected
through property tax bills as an annual parcel charge iartmeaporated portions of thedtinty. In

FY 19931994, the County adopted the same methodology (proportional runoff) for assessment
calculations used by the District. In FY 199996, the County developed a modified assessment
methodology and began using tAeansportation and Land Management Agemcgeographic
Information System (GIS) to perform the assessment calculations.

Under the laws that govern CSAs, subareas may be established within the overall service area with
different assesment rates set withisach subrea. For example, the Cities of Corobake Elsinore,

Moreno Valley, Norco, Riversidend San Jacinto elected to participate in CSA 152. UhdeCEA

152 program, individual iGes determine their respective assessment rates and have lswatiah

over how to allocate the funds. Several of these Cities also reported that they supplement their CSA
152 revenue witlgeneralfund and other sources of revenue.

STREET SWEEPING ASSESSMENT

In response to the provisions of Proposition 218, then®y restructured its CSA 152 funding program
as a voter approved street sweeping assessmesttain unincorporated areas. At the same time, the
County has allowed the participati@ifies to continue their previously existing CSA 152 assessments
to go relatively unchanged.

UTILITY CHARGE

The City of Hemet funds a portion of its NPDR®gram activities through a utility charge. The charge

is collected via the monthly utility bills issued by the City of Hemet, the Lake Hemet Water District, or
Easten Municipal Water District according to the respective service areas within the city. In addition,
the City of Hemet reports using gas tax, general fand other revenues to support certain stormwater
management activities.
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GENERAL FUND / OTHER REVENUES

The remaining Permittees utilize general fund revenue to finance their NPDES actiSinesal of
the Permittees currently rely on their general fund to findmeie DAMP activities.

In November 1996, California voters approved Proposi2d® (The Right to Vote on Taxes
Initiatives') amending Article XlIl of the Stat€onstitution' Proposition 218 produced changes to
some of the Permitteeistoric funding sources and still looms as a potential threat to others. For
example, the Countgropped CSA 152 fees in unincorporated areas over concerns regarding
compliance with Proposition 218 provisions.

As with other municipal programs, the level of funding availabld&@MP activities depends large

on the publis willingness to provideirfancial resources. In general, fundaitable for DAMP

programs have become increasingly scarce as sources of municipal revenues have declined for many
local agencies. The provisions of Proposition 218, requiring voter approval of new taxes and
assessmnts, have significantly diminished the prospects for developing new or alternative funding
sources.

I The Proposition 218 amendments require voter approval of any new taxes, fees, assessments, etc. In addition, certain
existing taxes and assessments were subject to the Initiative's voter approval requirements. "Special Taxes," as defined by
the Initiative, require a 2/$ majority vote while other types of assessments may only require a simple majostidition,
